The full and final presentation must not exceed 20 slides in timed automatic sequence. Links to videos can be embedded in the slides, however the entire presentation must not go beyond 10 minutes. Endeavour to have meaningful pictorial content in your slides.

Presenters of a poster are expected to be present to explain their posters and to hand out any leaflets, or other information materials, they have available for viewers. Each presenter can therefore present only ONE poster.
